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Lucky little ones like our boy in Mui Wo School

Our boy Guillaume SAMSON is studying at P2, He was born in France. He speaks
French at home and learns English and Chinese at school.

Guillaume in French means “the conqueror”, as the famous “William the Conqueror” in
history — in French that’s “Guillaume the Conqueror”.  Guillaume loves his school life
and is doing great at studies, with usually A+ or A for English, A or B+ for Mathematics,
though C for Chinese. Like other children who do not speak Chinese (Cantonese) as his
native language, he does encounter many difficulties, especially at the first year of
primary school (P1), but he is “conquering” and enjoying winning nicely, with the help of
Mui Wo School and his teachers. ~ We feel grateful that Mui Wo School has been a
good leamning place for children, in particular those students with foreign or mixed
cultural backgrounds. They are lucky to be in Mui Wo School.

Mui Wo School has been helpful in organizing some smaller learning groups for
