Wednesdéy 1s Assembly Day

The last notes of the bell vanish in the grey skies. Spilling out of their
classrooms, dozens of warm olive-green jackets crisscross the plavground, still
shining from an early morning drizzle.

One hundred and fifty children line up; twelve columns altogether, with boys
and girls separated, stretch across the school yard. They are unlikely to contribute
to this week’ s Assembly as no parents have stayed behind. A few P.1 are still
half asleep, others already show their impatience. All fifteen teachers are present.
Kwok Lo Si ! straightens up her P.4 line; Chung Sir ¢ gives an unruly P.3 boy a
bad frown. Gradually, humming and buzzing softens.

All is quiet in the play-ground. So quiet that everyone can hear them: from the
tall trees topping the main school building, birds, in their own ways, declare the
Assembly opened. :

On stage, Tai Sir's efforts to get the laptop going have no effect upon the
public address system. In the expecting quietness, the muted loud-speakers only make
the birds sound louder. Soon, the problem is fixed. A piano plays a set of chords
and voices of children fill the air. Haydn's 1797 melody ®, with Tai Tei Tung- adapted
lyrics: "Blue skies, green seas, on Tai Yue San, our Mui Wo School looks so pretty"

Yuen Hau Cheung 5 now holds the microphone. She is leading the Assembly today,
and is going to tell a story. Her mellow words have already captured the audience mood.
when, in the distance, a rattling noise joins in. Coming from Luk Tei Tung, amplifying,
it signals the first late-comer, dragging a burdensome schoolbag along the pavement.
Guided by a quiet Kam Lo Si, she leaves her daily luggage behind and lines up with her
classmates.

The story goes on, often punctuated by burst of children s laughter Vhat
it tells must be quite funny. Not all of them would laugh, of course, and the elder
less than the young, but all are listening; attentively. A good choice!

Silently, a second late-comer arrives. This time, though, the child is being
pulled along, her mother maintaining a strong grip. Contrasting with the prevailing
happy mood, the look on their face would suggest something has happened between them,
as unusual as their coming late. Bravely, the little girl joins the last spot on her
P.2 line while the school bell strikes a quarter to nine: Fa, La, Sol, Do, Fa, Sol,

La, Fa, "All through this hour, Lord be my guide"! Do our young pupils know the wordsﬁ?

The story has delivered its message: reading books is very good for children. A
couple of students go on stage to collect some prizes or awards, then everyone is
dismissed, teachers and classes, together buzzing back to their respective rooms.
